nervous about public tendering…
… so was David Mclean, the MD of Protech Roofing, a £1m turnover construction business established in 1996 and now employing 14 staff.  Protech are a specialist lead bossing business with a particularly strong ‘unique selling point’ linked to listed buildings in the region.
